1 - ORGANIZATION
The Assonautica Provinciale of Imperia with the Circolo Velico Imperiese,  the Lega Navale Italiana (Imperia branch) and  the Yacht Club Porto Maurizio, under the aegis of the C.I.M. (Comité International de la Méditerranée), under the aegis and with the technical cooperation of the A.I.V.E. (Associazione Italiana Vele d¹Epoca), of the Coast Guard and of the Imperia Mare., and the Yacth Club Sanremo announces and organizes the

2 - SCHEDULE OF EVENTS

3 - ELIGIBILITY
The Vele d’Epoca di Imperia is open to:
-all sailing yachts with wood or metal construction, launched prior to 1950 (vintage yachts) and 1976 (classic yachts) or to their replicas as defined in articles 2.3 and 3.3 of the “Rules for the Rating and the Racing of Vintage and Classic Yachts ​ C.I.M. 2006- 2009” metre classes yachts with special reference to International Twelve Metre Class yachts
-Yachts of the Spirit of Tradition category, invited by the Organising Committee and provided they are corresponding to the criterions settled by C.I.M. Technical Committee
-wooden Mediterranean traditional sailing boats, lateen or lug sails (traditional sailing boats)

4 -​ ENTRIES
Entries must be mailed or faxed, on the enclosed entry form, to  Assonautica Provinciale di Imperia (c/o Camera di Commercio, Viale Matteotti, 48 - 18100 Imperia phone +39 0183 793262 - Fax +39 0183 275021
Email: assonautica.im@uno.it , websites: www.veledepoca.com  and  www.assonautica-im.it 
Entry forms must be received not later than the 20th August 2006 and shall be accompanied by the appropriate entry fee and, limited to the first time entries, by a picture of the yacht.
The Organising Committee reserves the right to accept entries after the 20th August 2006 but without granting mooring space; in this case the yacht will be included in a waiting list.
The Organizing Committee reserves the right to accept entries according to rule 76.1 of the ISAF regulations.

Within 4pm of 13th September all participants must complete the entry by delivering to the Race office the following documents:
-the crew list with copies of the F.I.V. cards for the Italian citizens and of the corresponding documents issued by the respective national sailing authorities for the foreign citizens
-the rating certificate (or its copy): C.I.M. for the vintage and classic yachts; IRC  for the yachts of the Spirit of Tradition category; of the respective classes for the metric classes yachts
-the declaration of the sails which will be used in the races
-the insurance certificate (or a substitute declaration) in which must be stated that the insurance coverage is extended also during sailing competitions, that the civil liability coverage is not lower than  euro 1.036.000,00 and that, due to the premium payment, the insurance is valid for the whole racing period 
-the entry form duly filled for the Traditional sailing boats

…    yachts less than 13 m. length Euro 300
…    yachts with length over 13 m. Euro 350
…    yachts with length over 18 m. Euro 420
…    yachts with length over 23 m. Euro 500

5 -​ RULES
The races will be governed by:
…    ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing for 2005 ​ 2008
…    the “Rules for the Rating and the Racing of Vintage and Classic Yachts ​ C.I.M. 2006-2009”
…    the metric classes respective Rules
…    the Rules and the entry instructions  for the races of the Traditional sailing boats - 2001 
…    this Notice of Race
…    the Sailing Instructions
In case of conflict, the Italian text will prevail on the English one.

6 ​- CATEGORY AND TYPE OF RACES
Any kind of advertising is forbidden and the limitations are extended to the whole duration of the event and all yachts will have to comply with either at their mooring place either when reaching or leaving the race course.
According to article 18 of the “C.I.M. 2001-2004 Rules” the regatta is classed as type C.

7 ​- COURSES
Courses will be geometric, coastal or windward-leeward formats and will be defined in the Sailing instructions.

8 -​ RATING CERTIFICATES
Vintage and classic yachts must have a C.I.M. rating certificate, valid for 2006, issued by the A.I.V.E. (Associazione Italiana Vele d’Epoca) or by any other National Association recognised by the C.I.M. Yachts having not a valid 2006 C.I.M. rating certificate must apply for it within the 20th July 2006, comply to the related dispositions, namely to the inspection visit of the A.I.V.E.
International Twelve Metre Class yachts must have a valid ITMA rating certificate. 
Spirit of Tradition yachts must have a valid IRC certificate.
The Entry form will give credit for the Traditional sailing boats.

9 - SAILING  INSTRUCTIONS
Sailing Instructions will be available for competitors at the Race Office from 3.0 p.m. on the 13th September.

10 -​ CATEGORIES AND CLASSES
According to the “CIM Rules 2006 ​ 2009” yachts will be subdivided in the following categories :
-Vintage yachts
-Classic yachts
-Metre and One design Classes with a minimum participation of three boats per class. Otherwise, only the Metre yachts launched before 1976 will be regrouped with the other yachts with allowances granted by the Race Committee and posted within 9,00 a.m. on the 14th September. International Twelve Metre yachts, if their number will allow, will be classified in the Divisions provided for by the ITMA Rules
-Spirit of Tradition
-Traditional sailing boats
They could be splitted in different classes according to the rig and to the rating
With the exception of the Spirit of Tradition and of the Traditional sailing boats ones, the categories with less than three entered yachts will be grouped to the others. 


11 - SCORING
A result on corrected time will be given for each category and/or class. The corrected time of each yacht will be calculated according to article 9 of the “CIM Rules 2006 – 2009”
For Metre Classes yachts the scoring will be made on elapsed time according to the allowances and the penalties of the Appendix of the “CIM Rules 2001 ​ 2004”.
For Twelve Metre yachts results will be given on real time.
Low-point scoring system will be used.

12 - PRIZES
Prizes will be awarded to the yachts with the best scoring in the final scoring in each category and/or class.

13 - BRIEFING
Briefing will be held on the 14th September 2006 at 9.00 a.m.

14 ​- PRIZE GIVING CEREMONY
The Prize Giving Ceremony will take place on the 17th September 2006.

15 - LOGISTIC
Yachts will be moored free of charge by the Imperia Mare S.p.a. (phone +39 0183 666.705, +39 335 1288888, fax +39 0183 650246, Email impmare@tin.it, VHF channel 9) in Imperia Porto Maurizio tourist harbour from 9th to 19th September.
Due to the limited moorings availability, priority will be given in accordance with the date of the entry form receipt.

16 - RESPONSABILITY
By signing the Entry form each yacht undergo to the ISAF rule 4 and to the C.I.M. Rules article 26 which declares to know.
